Duncan attains Eagle Scout rank

Longer school hours
option for extra credit

The Warren County School
System is considering a program to
lengthen the school day in an effort
to increase graduation rates.

The longer school day will not be
required and will provide students
a method to earn extra credits and
make up classes without attending
summer school.

New state regulations have
opened up the field for schools
across the state to implement such
plans.

Director of instruction Bobby
Cox introduced the idea at the
recent school board meeting,
where it met with support from
members and Director of Schools
Dr. Jerry Hale.

“We’re looking at extending our
school day at the high school by
adding an eighth period,” Cox
said. “So we can have some flexi-
bility in adding classes to meet
graduation requirements. One of
those things is a half a unit of phys-
ical education which can be grant-
ed, if it’s approved by the board, for
extracurricular activities such as
playing sports, playing in band,
cheerleading, Pioneerettes, things
of that type.”

Cox said he had discussed this
with WCHS principal James
Bennett, who approved.

“We think it would be a good
move to do that,” Cox said. “That
would give the student-athletes
and the students who participate in
those extracurricular activities

another opportunity to take an aca-
demic course during the school
day.”

Cox says this would also facili-
tate dual-enrollment opportunities.

“Currently we have dual-enroll-
ment opportunities in the morning
starting at 6:45 with U.S. History
and English,” Cox said. “Some of
our students take some afternoon
and evening classes at Motlow, but
if we added an eighth period and
offered some dual-enrollment
courses, then students might opt to
take those in the afternoon. Most
student athletes and extra-curricu-
lar students would take them in the
morning, but this would give an
opportunity for students to take
them in the afternoon. Again, it’s
another opportunity for students to
gain credits to meet graduation
requirements.”

Bennett says he is especially
interested in increasing dual-
enrollment.

“Bobby and I have been working
and had several meetings with
Motlow and we certainly want to
expand our dual-enrollment class-
es with Motlow,” Bennett said.
“And if we can add more in the
afternoon and more in  the morn-
ing, this is definitely what we want
to do to offer all of our students an
opportunity to get a jump on col-
lege. To me, the more dual-enroll-
ment we can get will really help
our students.”

The optional extra period won’t
be offered until the 2010-11 school
year, Cox said.

The school board voted unani-
mously to approve the plan.

“One of the greatest honors I
have is providing our veterans
with the medical care they’ve
earned and deserve,” said
Congressman Davis. “Having a
clinic locally will aid many veter-
ans in Warren and surrounding
counties at a time when the costs
of every basic household necessi-
ty is on the rise.”

Although it was hoped the
clinic would be operational in
2008, the bidding process took
nearly a year. The lease agree-
ment with Northcutt wasn’t
finalized until Friday. Northcutt
says it came at a really good
time, both for him and the coun-
ty.

“It’s a blessing,” Northcutt
said. “It really is. I couldn’t
believe it to be honest with you. I
have to thank several people. Of
course Dr. Bryan Chastain. I
don’t think they would have
found out about me without him
telling them. I have to thank
County Executive John Pelham,
he had a lot to do with this.  And
so did Dr. Wendell McAbee.
Lincoln Davis, I heard he was a
big factor in getting a clinic in
this area. I’d like to thank every-
one involved. If it wasn’t for all
the people I had pulling for me,
my staff was hoping we’d get it,
then it might not have hap-
pened.”

Northcutt says the facility is
being set up according to the
company’s specifications and
local contractor Keith Bouldin
has been hired to do the renova-
tions. 

Pelham says it has been a
lengthy process and he is pleased
the project has finally come to
fruition, particularly because of
the benefit to local veterans.

“Obviously, No. 1 is the veter-
ans,” Pelham said. “It’s been a
long time coming, and we’re
glad that it’s here.”

Pelham said Sterling Medical
operates clinics around the coun-
try and is noted for hiring locally
and utilizing veterans or veteran
owned or operated subcontrac-
tors when possible.

“So we’re going to see small
local companies benefiting from
the clinic as far as the jobs that it
will create,” Pelham said. “So
that’s exciting as well.”

Meals on Wheels director
Martha Pepper says the organi-
zation currently provides lunch
during the week to 145 people.
And in a new program that just
started four months ago, some
residents receive lunch seven
days a week.
